Disabled Open Day

Penny will be based at Gang Warily, but will spend a lot of her time meeting with
the young people in the Parish. The MUGA, Youth Shelter and Outreach Worker
were key suggestions to emerge from the PRIME Initiative.

Apart from the vision and financial contribution made by the Parish Council, we
are very grateful to the Police, New Forest District Council, Exxon Mobil and
Dibden Allotment Charity who have all been supportive in enabling us to provide
and improve the facilities for our young people.

The Chairman’s Cup is awarded every year to a resident in the Parish who the
Council believes has made a selfless contribution to the community. There are a
number of people who frequently give their time freely for the good of the
community but this year | have decided to award the Cup jointly to two people
who | believe have made an impact on the community by their commitment to
strive to achieve something better for the people of Fawley.

The first recipient is Inspector John Kenna. He set out his views on local policing
in November 2005 that were very different from those of his predecessors. He
took a personal interest in this Parish and played a “very hands on” part in the
Fawley Parish PRIME initiative. Although Inspector Kenna is not a resident of this
Parish, | firmly believe that his pro-active stance on policing in our Parish has
helped to make the lives of the residents in the Parish very much better.

The joint recipient is Louise Francis. Lou, although a busy Mum, School
Governor and fitness instructor at Gang Warily, was so incensed at the prospect
of the imminent demolition of the old Blackfield Infant School that she decided to
do something about it. Unlike so many others who frequently bemoan the
situation in which they find themselves, the prospect of the loss of this historic
building spurred Lou into doing something about it. She rallied local residents into
action and her enthusiasm was partly responsible for saving the building for
future generations. | consider her actions to epitomise good community spirit.

Policy Resources and Personnel Committee Report (Clir R Wappet)

Public Services (Clir R Wappet)

The Chairman of the Policy Resources and Personnel Committee and Chairman
of Public Services , Councillor Wappet presented his reports, highlighting the
following points:

a) Success in the reduction of noise from Exxonmobil Cat Cracker



b) The Fawley Parish Council has kept the precept down to 3%

c) The all weather pitch has been re-surfaced and public participation has been
good.

d) The entrance and reception area of Gang Warily is being renovated and a
new electronic booking system will soon be installed.

e) Hampshire County Council in partnership with Fawley Parish Council have
refurbished bus shelters within the Fawley area.

f) A campaign is moving forward together with South West Trains to reinstate
the Hythe Branch Line, this is now included in the South East Plan for
Transport.

g) Inspector Kenna since moving to Hythe has reintroduced visible presence of
police on the beat. We thank him as this is helping to reduce crime and
disorder.

h) A Youth Shelter and play area project has been installed at Newlands Park.

i)  Recruiting of a Youth Outreach Worker has been employed to help keep the
youngsters off the street.

j)  Bus Services the Parish lobbied and obtained the best deals we could in the
prevailing financial climate.

k) The Insurance for Gang Warily was put out to tender and by doing so made
a savings of 25%.

[) A new centre manager has been appointed and it is hoped that facilities will
be improved and an increase in people attending the centre.

Amenities Committee Report

In the absence of the Chairman of the Committee, the Clerk detailed some of the
work that is the responsibility of the Committee.

The new Centre Manager was settling in well at Gang Warily and the
commencement of a new personal training scheme within the fithess centre is
going well.

Sports Relief mile around the centre grounds took place in July and was a great
success.

In May of last year an annual ticket to cover both fishing ponds was introduces.
Thanks were made to Pete Stevens and his team for the constant good condition
the football pitches were kept in at the centre.

The under 5 Gym Club which started last year has been a great success.

Any other matters to be raised by Parishioners.

Miss Foster raised the question relating to installing unbreakable glass within
the entrance area. It was confirmed that this is now a regulation that will be
adhered to.

Councillor Mrs Maynard commented on the reduction of bus at Calshot.

Councillor E Holtham gave the background to the proposed rail track in the
Waterside which was originally planned in 1882 to go from Totton to Stonypoint



at Lepe but which was eventually in 1927 built to run to Esso. At present there is
seventeen movements a week.

The meeting closed at 7.40pm
